They will then counsel you 
about your decision and Baptism will follow 
at a later date. 

 
By Promise of Letter:  

If you are a member of a sister Baptist 
church and you wish to move your member-
ship to Air Line simply come forward during 
the invitation and the conclusion of the 
message and tell one of our ministers.  

 
By Statement of Faith:  
If you are a member of a sister Baptist church 
or a church of like faith and order and your 
membership information cannot be attained 
you may simply come forward during the 
invitation at the conclusion of the message and 
state that you are a Christian and that you have 
followed the Lord in Believer’s Baptism and 
the church will gladly accept your statement.
